o Theright to file with the U.S. Department of Education a
complaint regarding an alleged violation under FERPA or its
implementing regulations.

» Atthe post-secondary level, the rights provided by FERPA belong
to the student regardless of age or dependent status.

» The University is not permitted to disclose education records to
parents or other parties without the signed consent of the student
(with some limited exceptions).

o FERPA permits, but does not compel, the University to disclose
information from an education record based on signed consent
or the limited exceptions to signed consent.

» The University encourages parents and students to communicate

directly with one another regarding student education records
